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Every child has right to attend his/her neighborhood school. The concept of Inclusive Education also supports this idea. For children with special educational needs, UNESCO initiated the efforts to motivate the entire world, and brought out the ‘Salamanca Statement’ 1994. This statement recommends placement of all children in regular schools. All children means children with disabilities, children at risk, health impaired, ethnic and cultural minorities, SC/ST, slow learners, street children etc. Educational and special needs of all children are to be met by regular school system. The system has to adapt itself to the needs of all children. Classroom arrangements, curriculum initiatives, teaching methodologies and evaluation procedures are to be adapted to suit the needs of all children.


At primary level efforts are being made by some schools/organizations to adopt inclusive system of education. Some NGOs and schools are making efforts in isolation. This National Seminar is being organized in order to share the experiences of all those involved in inclusive education at all levels of school education, identify the bottlenecks in their progress and to develop comprehensive guidelines for inclusive education – from policies to practice.
